SHERIFF JOHN FORD - Stoic sheriff of a small town where nothing much ever happens

MRS PEACOCK - Very conservative righteous Citizen. President of the Meridosa Ethics Ladies
Guild auxiliary post 47 and recreational bridge league.

SADIE MAE HARLOW: Saloon girl/ entertainer with a heart of Gold.

PARSON GRAHAM: Town Spiritual leader

DOC WATSON: High educated medical professional who is currently on the wagon

MISS CRABTREE - the School teacher - rather young and bored with life in the small town

WILLIAM WESLEY JAMES -aka Billy The Weasel aka Kid Vicious - stranger in town -former

outlaw who now is just looking for friendly card game.

STRANGER -an extra - seen in the saloon and other places

SETTING - A small Mid-Western Town in the Late 1890’s - various areas of the stage are
representational of areas: Sheriff’s office (upstage Left) , Saloon (Upstate Right) and Streets
(downstage center)
